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The committee is pleased to present the annual report. The 
ōǳƭƪ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ŎƭǳōΩǎ ŎƻǳǊǘ ŘŜǾŜƭƻǇƳŜƴǘ ƛǎ ŎƻƳǇƭŜǘŜ ŀƴŘ ǎƻ this 
year we could seek grants for Junior development. Funded by 
the Perry Foundation (a pub charity), over 9 schools benefited 
from coaching by Shane Tainui.  In addition, Julie has very 
expertly organised 26 inter-club teams;  6 of these reached the 
finals.  
 
Both Saturday and mid-week tennis are recording very good 
attendances; most weeks all courts are used and show that the 
club is both vibrant and has committed organisers.  
 
 Again, the club owes a large gratitude to the meticulous work 
of Angela Langley as Secretary/Treasurer and to the fund 
raising efforts of Antoinette Taggart.   
 
 GRANTS 
Antoinette devotes many days each month to managing grants 
and their audit requirements She has turned a room in her

year the received $13,000.  
In the upcoming year, Antoinette is making grant applications 
for - Volley Board ($4,500), Deck extension ($3,000); Jnr 
coaching, Jnr Admin, and more subsidised T shirts for youth 
team players.   

Since 2004 the club has received $193,850 in grants and raised 
$24,000 from our own fundraising.

Avonhead has about 35 teams (juniors, seniors and mid week) 
competing in Canterbury.  The Senior Mixed Four won their 
competition and the Div 1 Mens came runner-up in theirs.

There were no major projects in 2009-10.  Minor

door lock replaced, computer replaced, nets repaired, net 
straps installed, light meter box fixed, new stereo bought, gate 
locking mechanism fixed, zip fixed, gutters  and downpipes 
cleared of leaves, and outside security light bulbs replaced.   
Vandals again broke our toilet, cloakroom louvre windows in 
March 2010.  This time we replaced them, and all the other 
exposed windows along the south side of the clubrooms, with 
polycarbonate, which is much more vandal resistant than 
glass.  This cost $600, but vandalism of windows are a regular 
problem.  If these polycarbonate windows perform well over 
the next few years, we will consider seeking a grant to replace 
all our other clubroom windows with polycarbonate.

1. Rebound wall ς We have confirmed that a building 

permit is not required.  We plan to start construction 

later this year. 

2. Decking ς it is intended to extend and resurface the 

deck so that more people can socialise in one area.

 Treasurers Financial Report 
For The Year Ending 30

th
 April 2010 

The full account documents will be available at the AGM 
and on the website 
The financial report for the Avonhead Tennis Club has been 
audited and this report can be read in conjunction with the 
audit report obtained by Ainger Tomlin.  At the end of the 
financial year the club showed a loss of $12,507.00, which is 
attributed to depreciation, otherwise the club basically broke 
even. 
 
There is an apparent loss this year compared to a surplus for 
ǘƘŜ ǇǊŜǾƛƻǳǎ ȅŜŀǊΦ .ǳǘ ƛƴ ƭŀǎǘ ȅŜŀǊΩǎ ŀŎŎƻunts, an unused 
$40,000 grant for court re-surfacing was treated as income. 
Setting aside this, last year showed a loss of about $8,000.     
 
If depreciation is excluded, both years showed a small 
surplus. 
 
 
Grants Received This Year: 
 
Perry Foundation ς Coaching $7,000.00 
CCC ς Junior Administration $3,500.00 
CCC ς Junior Equipment $1,000.00 
CCC ς Midweek Coaching $1,500.00 
Total Grants Received                $13,000.00 
 
The club has relied on grants this year to help subsidise the 
juniors and to ensure the successful running of our junior 

membership.  Unfortunately a small additional coaching levy 
needed to be charged to the juniors to help compensate for 
the shortfall in funding. 
 
The Balance Sheet shows a bank balance of $17,565.00.  
 
Liabilities ς the mortgage has been paid off this financial year. 
 
Insurance claim ς received due to break in at the clubrooms, 
some windows on the park side of the clubrooms have since 
been replaced with polycarbonate. 
 
The club has had a stable year financially, largely due to 
grants received, and that there were no major renovations 
required,  but we will need to be careful with funds this year, 
as grants are becoming harder to obtain, and we need to look 
at ways to increase revenue and membership to remain a 
viable club.

Fee proposals   
 
The committee is recommending that the club makes a small increase to fees this year. 
Most fees increase by about 4% to 6% but note that the Canterbury Tennis levy has increased by $4 per person and note 
that the club made no increase in fees last year.  
 
The table below shows that Avonhead has one of the lowest fee structures of any of the nearby affiliated tennis clubs.  
Yet we are likely to have the most acceptable coaching programme, as nearly all coaching is personally conducted by the 
Clubôs professional, Shane Tainui.   
 
The Junior fee of $185 LOSES money for the club, to the tune of $50 a year, even assuming that Juniors get an uncertain 
$2500 of subsidies (mostly from the Council) .  As usual we hope to get more grants to cover the loss.  
 
The committee is recommending that the club deletes the Family fee as it is both a large loss maker (about a $185 loss) 
and awkward for reconciliation purposes.  
 
The committee is also recommending that the discount for more than one member in a family be reduced from $15 to 
$10.  
 
The fees are based on a GST rate of 12.5%. Fees are due before 1 October, so a GST increase should not be a problem 
for most club members.
